$1.00 FROM THE WIDOW OF SEABORN JONES. THE CHAPEL WAS DEDICATED

ON 6/19/1891. SUNDAY SCHOOL ROOMS WERE ADDED IN THE NEXT 30 YEARS.
THESE WERE FORMERLY THE KINDERGARTEN SCHOOL AREA, NOW THE

PRESCHOOL AREA. 1ST PARSONAGE WAS ON MAPLE STREET, ERECTED IN 1910
LOCATED 2 DOORS DOWN FROM THE CHURCH.  CONSTRUCTION OF A LARGER

SANCTUARY AND EDUCATIONAL ANNEX AND THE 1ST SERVICE WAS
CONDUCTED BY REV. W. C. CORLEY ON SUNDAY MORNING 12/22/1957. THE
CHURCH WAS DEDICATED ON THE 1ST SUNDAY OF THE NEW YEAR 1958.
